An individual can have his home furnished for $95 and a 
family (any size) can for $235.  Furniture is all donated by 
individuals and business’s (especially hotels). They will pick up 
used furniture at your home for just $25 and you will receive a 
charitable tax receipt for your donation. 
 
Janet told of many families who spend years “camping” in 
their homes and apartments because of the lack of affordable 
furniture.
